Safety instructions

Warning: Adult assembly required.

Warning: Nof fo be used by children over 36 months. Due to insufficient
strength.

Warning: Use the activity centre only if your child meets all of the
following conditions:

e Your childis at least 6 months old and less than 36 months old.

e Your child can sit up unaided.

e Your childis less than 76.2cm tall.

e Your child weighs less than 12kg.

Warning: DO NOT place children who can stand or walk on their own in the activity centre.
Warning: Do not use the activity centre in dangerous conditions or situations.

Warning: NEVER leave the child unattended in the activity centre. ALWAYS keep child in view
while child is in the product.

Warning: NEVER move the activity centre while the child is in the seat.

Warning: It can be dangerous to allow other children to play near the activity centre.
Warning: Strings can cause strangulation! DO NOT place items with string around child’s neck,
such as hood strings or dummy cords. DO NOT suspend string over the product or attach strings
to toys or place near curtain blinds cords or other hanging cords. Do not add any strings or
straps to any part of the activity centre.

Warning: DO NOT use any parts other than those supplied or recommended by the
manufacturer.

Warning: Only seat your child in the activity centre if the jump platform is attached.

Warning: DO NOT place the activity centre on an elevated surface or near steps or stairs. A
child’s movement can slide the activity centre.

Warning: To avoid the activity centre toppling over, place it on a flat, level floor. Adjust legs to
same height so that the tray is level before placing child in the product.

Warning: For INDOOR use only.

Warning: Do not use the product if any of the toys, seat or structural parts are damaged.
Remove the child immediately if you find any small loose parts or sharp/broken parts.

Important: Care should be taken in unpacking and assembly.
Important: Examine product frequently for damaged, missing, or loose parts.

Battery Warnings

Only use the recommended batteries observing correct voltage and size.

Always take care to insert your batteries correctly, observing the plus and minus marks
on the battery and appliance.

Do not mix new and used baftteries.

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Base Assembly
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1. Insert the footplate (A) into base (B),
ensuring you line up the arrows on the
footplate with the ‘Insert’ arrow on the
base.

2. Press down on the footplate and
rotate it to the right, fill the arrows on the
footplate line up with the ‘Lock’ arrows
on the base. The base is now locked into
position.

3. Jump setting: The jump setting (once
fully assembled) allows your child to
bounce on the footplate. To prevent your
child from bouncing on the footplate turn
it fill the arrows point to ‘Lock’ again.

NOTE: DO NOT let your child use the
footplate on the ‘Insert’ sefting.
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Legs Assembly
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1. Attach legs at points (1), (2) and (3) on
the underside of the seat tray.

2. Working on one leg at a time.

(A) Insert a leg.

(B) Place a cover plate on.

(C) Secure with a screw. Be careful not to
overfighten the screw.

Repeat for remaining legs.
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Seat, Tray and Base Assembly
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1. Line up all the legs (A) with the fixing
points on the base.

Press in the button (B) on each leg and
push the leg into the fixing point on the
base until they ‘click’ into place (C).

Repeat on remaining legs. Ensure all legs
are at the same height.

1. Using a Phillips screwdriver remove
screw from battery compartment on the
underside of the musical toy.

WARNING: Assembly by an adult.
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Musical Toy Assembly (continued)

e \ 2. Insert 2 x 1.5V AA batteries (not
supplied) ensuring the correct battery
orientation is observed and then reaftach
the cover, replacing the screw and
ensuring it is not over fightened.

ATTENTION: Refer to ‘Battery warnings’ on
page 2.

N\ 3. Insert the musical toy (D) into the recess
on the seat fray.

Note: the toy should be placed into the
recess with the two white plastic tabs (E).

4. With the musical toy seated in the
recess, locate the white plastic tabs on
the underside of the seat tray.

Push the two plastic tabs up and rotate
clockwise fo lock the musical toy in place.
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Toys and Toy Bar Assembly

( \ 1.To assemble the toy bar:

(A) Thread the two toy rings ontfo the toy

bar.

(B) Place a toy bar housing on each end

of the toy bar.

(C) Rotate toy bar housings to the right to
tighten.

\ 2. Align the toys and toy bar with the
mounting points on the seat fray and
‘click’ them infto place. Pull the toy
bar and 3 toys to check they are firmly
attached.

NOTE: The toys are not designed to be
removed once attached.

WARNING: Never attempt to lift or move
the activity centre by holding onto the
toys.
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Seat Unit Assembly
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1. Remove the seat unit from the seat tray
by pressing the clips (A) on the underside
of the seat unit whilst liffing and rotating
the seat unit.

2. Place the seat fabric into the seat unit.
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3. Fold the seat fabric over the seat unit.

4. Hook the 8 webbing strips on the
underside of the seaft falbric over the talbs
(B) on the seat unit.
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Seat Unit Assembly (continued)

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5. Insert the assembled seat unit into the
seat fray, pressing it down until it ‘clicks’
into place.

Check the seat unit is able fo rotate fully.

1. Press the clips (A) on the
underside of the seat unit whilst
liffing and rotating the seaf unit.

ATTENTION: Children can play
inside the activity centre ONLY
when the footplate has been fully
installed into the base.

1. Press in the button on each leg and
raise or lower the leg until it clicks into
place.

Note: Ensure all legs are set at the same
height before using.

WARNING: DO NOT adjust the height whilst
a child is seated in the activity centre.

WARNING: If your child is too small or too big to stand with their legs straight and feet
flat on the foot plate, then this product is no longer suitable for your child and your child
should not use it. If your child is not standing correctly then this could lead to posture
problems/discomfort or create a potential tipping hazard.

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Removing the Footplate

( \ 1. Press down on the footplate and rotate

it to the left. Allow the footplate to spring
up and then press down on one edge of
the footplate to force the opposite edge
up and remove the footplate.

Play Table Assembly
( Y\ 1.Remove the seaf unit (see page 11),

remove the foofplate (see page 13).
Insert the footplate into the seat fray,
pressing it down until it ‘clicks’ into place.

Check the play table/footplate is properly
installed and is able to rotate fully.
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1. Press in the three buttons (A) on the

underside of the play table/footplate and

remove.

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Care and Maintenance

To prolong the life of your nursery product keep it clean and do not leave it in direct
sunlight for extended periods of fime.

Plastic parts can be wiped clean with a damp cloth and mild soap then allowed to
air dry.

DO NOT immerse plastic parts in water.

Removable fabric covers and frims may be cleaned using a damp sponge with
soap or mild detergent. Allow it to dry completely before folding or storing it away.
Do not dry clean, or use bleach.

In some climates the covers and trims may be affected by mould and mildew. To
help prevent this occurring, do not fold or store the product if it is damp or wet.
Always store the product in a well ventilated area.

Always check parts regularly for fightness of screws, nuts and other fasteners -
tighten if required. To maintain the safety of your nursery product, seek prompt
repairs for bent, torn, worn or broken parts.

Do not use the product if any components are broken or missing

Regularly clean parts that have been mouthed by your child.
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
